NOTICE OF ENACTMENT

 ORDINANCE 14448


NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that King County has enacted Ordinance 14448 (Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0118).  Ordinance 14448 was adopted by the King County Council on August 19, 2002 and was signed by the King County Executive on August 27, 2002.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

SUMMARY

Ordinance 14448 makes the following amendments to the King County Comprehensive Plan:

· Amend policy U-115 by eliminating Regionally or Locally Significant Resource Areas from the list of criteria for placing R-1 (1 dwelling unit per acre) zoning;

· Amend policy U-116 by clarifying that multifamily development is not permitted in designated Community and Neighborhood Business Centers, except as part of a mixed use development;

· Amend policy U-130 by utilizing the term “net buildable area” in a manner consistent with the King County Zoning Code;

· Amend text in Chapter 3 by deleting a reference to “Rural Farm Districts”, which are no longer designated in the KCCP;

· Amend policy R-564 to allow mining sites to be redesignated for other uses once the mineral resources have been depleted; and

· Amend policy E-123 by deleting a reference to the R-1 Study, which has been completed.


Amend  the City of Snoqualmie’s Urban Growth Area (UGA) to implement the Snoqualmie UGA Subarea Plan 2001, as adopted by King County Ordinance 14117.  The Snoqualmie UGA is expanded by 209 acres adjacent to the city’s northwest boundary and is reduced by 214 acres along the southeast boundary.  The net effect is to decrease Snoqualmie’s UGA by 5 acres.


Amend the UGA near Maple Valley to correct a mapping error that occurred in 1994 by adding 3.47 acres to the Urban Growth Area (UGA).  In 1994, the UGA boundary was intended to correspond with the top of the slope on the affected property and was drawn using the best topographical information available at the time.  Current topographical information specific to these properties indicates that the 1994 boundary does not correspond to the top of the slope.


Amend the zoning of 163 acres west of Lake Sawyer from R-1 (one dwelling unit per acre) to R-4 (four dwelling units per acre).  This area was determined to be suitable for higher densities because it has no physical constraints, is not an adopted urban separator, and has access to public services.  Property-specific development conditions are recommended for drainage and stream corridor protection.


Amend the zoning map for an area between Kenmore and Bothell by deleting the map symbol and designation for the Quality Urban Environment Demonstration Project Area.  This designation expired December 31, 1997.


Amend the zoning approximately 50 acres northwest of the City of Auburn from R-1 (one dwelling unit per acre) to R-4 (four dwelling units per acre).  This area was determined to be suitable for higher densities because it has no physical constraints, is not an adopted urban separator, and has access to public services.  Property-specific development conditions are recommended, limiting development to single family homes.
