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SUBJECT:  An ordinance revising the process for considering citizen-initiated road closure requests, establishing procedures for determining road reopening requests, and establishing the procedures for public outreach and notification.  
COMMITTEE ACTION:  On July 23, 2003 the Transportation Committee approved Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2003-0334 with a “do pass” recommendation.

SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 2003-0334 revises and enhances the section of King County Code regarding road closure procedures.  The proposed revisions serve to clarify the process and more effectively respond to citizen initiated road closure requests through the establishment of a public outreach and notification process.  It also establishes a new section of code for determining road reopening requests, which previously did not exist.  Lastly, the proposed ordinance also changes the petition requirements necessary for submittal of both road closure and reopening requests. 
If approved, the proposed ordinance would amend Ordinance 10962, Sections 1, 3, 4 and 6, and add new sections to King County Code chapter 14.38.  There is no fiscal impact associated with the proposed legislation. 
BACKGROUND: During the most recent road closure process, which took place in 2002, the Council and the Road Services Division recognized the need to clarify and improve the procedures for closing county roads, to establish a process for reopening roads, and to incorporate an official outreach and notification process.  The development of this proposed ordinance is the result of a combined collaborative effort by the executive and legislative branches.
