King County Urban Consortium Partners, 2014

The King County Consortium includes most of the cities in King County. Cities have different types of membership in the consortium depending on their size and population, as well as, in some cases, their choice about whether to administer specific funding sources on their own or in partnership with the consortium. Each different type of membership is governed by HUD regulations and an interlocal agreement between the County and the City. The interlocal agreements currently in effect were authorized in July 2014 via Ordinance 17845. These interlocal agreements are:

· Regular Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Agreement. This agreement covers the distribution of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), HOME Investment Partnership (HOME), and Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG) funds through the consortium for 29 cities that are small enough that they do not qualify to receive these federal funds independently. 

· CDBG Joint Agreement. This agreement covers three cities (Redmond, Renton, Shoreline) that qualify to receive CDBG funds independently, but have chosen instead to enter into a Joint Agreement with the county and allocate a portion of their funds to the consortium’s priorities. 

· HOME Program Agreement. This agreement includes the three Joint Agreement cities, as well as four other cities that receive CDBG funds independently (Auburn, Bellevue, Federal Way, Kent), as none of these cities qualify to receive HOME funds independently. 

· Regional Affordable Housing Program (RAHP) Agreement. This agreement covers cities, including Seattle, for state-authorized document recording fees for affordable housing.
