SUBJECTS:  
Proposed Ordinance 2002-0409 would establish November 5, 2002 as the date of a special election on the question of annexation to the city of Auburn of an unincorporated area known as the Totem District.

Proposed Ordinance 2002-0410 would establish November 5, 2002 as the date of a special election on the question of annexation to the city of Auburn of an unincorporated area known as the Klump District.

Proposed Ordinance 2002-0411 would establish November 5, 2002 as the date of a special election on the question of annexation to the city of Auburn of an unincorporated area known as the Steelhead North District.

Proposed Ordinance 2002-0412 would establish November 5, 2002 as the date of a special election on the question of annexation to the city of Auburn of an unincorporated area known as the Steelhead South District.  

COMMITTEE ACTION:  At its September 10, 2002 meeting, the Labor, Operations and Technology Committee approved the subject ordinances with four ayes, no nos and one excused with a do pass recommendation for the consent agenda.

SUMMARY:
Proposed Ordinances 2002-0409 through 2002-0412 would establish November 5, 2002 as the date of special elections on the questions of annexations.  The Records, Elections and Licensing Services Division must receive an effective ordinance by September 20th for the general voter’s pamphlet.  Executive staff have confirmed that if approved by the Council at its September 16 meeting, he will sign the ordinances in time to make the deadline.  

Since a recent court ruling declared the direct petition method of annexation invalid, the council will see more petitions for annexations by elections.

The proposed annexations are for unincorporated areas known as the Totem, Klump, Steelhead North and Steelhead South Districts in Council District 13.  All proposed annexations are for unincorporated territories that are contiguous to the corporate limits of the city of Auburn and are within the Urban Growth Boundary.  The city of Auburn will pay for all costs incurred for the special elections; the county will not incur costs for these special elections.

Per state law, unincorporated areas lying contiguous to a city may become a part of the city by annexation (RCW 35A.14.010).  The city shall determine that the best interests and general welfare of the city would be served by the annexation of unincorporated territory contiguous to the city.  If this is determined, the city’s legislative body may, by resolution, call for an election to be held to submit to the voters of such territory the proposal for annexation.  The resolution shall describe the boundaries of the area to be annexed, state the number of voters residing therein, and shall provide that the city will pay the cost of the annexation election.  Certified copies of the resolution shall be filed with King County and with the Boundary Review Board (RCW 35A.14.015).  The council shall call the special election at the special election date so indicated by the city (RCW 35A.14.050). 

The city of Auburn has found that all four proposed annexations would be in the best interest and general welfare of its citizens.  In addition, the city of Auburn called for special elections on the questions of proposed annexations via resolutions.  Certified copies of the resolutions have been filed with the clerk and the Boundary Review Board.

Proposed Annexations
· Totem District: This annexation has been proposed for an unincorporated area contiguous to the city of Auburn and known as the Totem District.  This area is located south of 29th Street Southeast and West of D Street Southeast.  This area is about 18 acres and would be zoned single family residential.  There are 74 registered voters in this area.

· Klump District: This annexation has been proposed for an unincorporated area contiguous to the city of Auburn and known as the Klump District.  This area is located One West of Auburn Way North in White River Valley Home Tracts Second Addition.  This area is about 17 acres and would be zoned single family residential.  There are 33 registered voters in this area.

· Steelhead North District: This annexation has been proposed for an unincorporated area contiguous to the city of Auburn and known as the Steelhead North District.  This area is located north of First Street Northeast and at the Green River.  This area is about 14 acres and would be zoned single family residential.  There are 36 registered voters in this area.

· Steelhead South District: This annexation has been proposed for an unincorporated area contiguous to the city of Auburn known as the Steelhead South District.  This area is located north of East Auburn Garden Tracts.  This area is about 23 acres and would be zoned single family residential.  There are 60 registered voters in this area.
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
