Subject:  A MOTION confirming the executive’s appointment of Patricia Emerson, who resides in council district two, to the King County board of appeals and equalization.  Attachment 1.

Background:  the King County Board of Appeals and Equalization (BOE) is composed of seven members serving four-year terms. 

· This board, acting as the King County Board of Equalization, hears and decides appeals of the assessed value of real and personal property and other actions of the King County Assessor.  The King County Board of Equalization acts under the authority of RCW 84.48, WAC Chapter 458-14 and KCC 2.34.

· The same board, acting as the King County Board of Appeals, hears and decides appeals of orders issued for violations of animal control laws, appeals of certain business license decisions, violations of minor zoning regulations and Council authorized assessments funding lake management districts.  The King County Board of Appeals acts under statutory authority set forth in the Home Rule Charter under the Board of Appeals, Article III, Section 340.40 and 340.60; Article VII and KCC 2.34.

The Rules of Practice and Procedures for both boards are included as Attachment 2.  These rules are applicable to both boards, except as otherwise provided in Sections 25 and 26.  A King County audit of the BOE, making several findings and recommendations, was updated on March 20, 2001.  Attachment 3.  Answers to frequently asked questions regarding appeals to the BOE are included as Attachment 3.

Summary:  Proposed Motion 2001-0497 confirms the Executives appointment of Patricia Emerson who resides in Council District Two, to the King County Board of Appeals and Equalization.  If confirmed, Ms. Emerson’s appointment would be for a four-year term due to expire June 30, 2005.  Ms. Emerson has exerted an active leadership role in the League of Women Voters since 1965 and has also served her community on other commissions and councils.  Ms. Emerson has taught on the secondary and university level for thirty years, including service on the faculty of the University of Washington, Jackson School of International Studies from 1979 – 1988.
