Dear Councilmember Phillips:

The enclosed ordinance, if approved, will ratify the King County Police Officers Guild Collective Bargaining Agreement for the period of January 1, 2005 through December 31, 2007.  This agreement covers commissioned Deputies and Sergeants in the King County Sheriff’s Office.

This agreement covers more than 700 commissioned law enforcement officers who are members of the King County Sheriff’s Office.  This includes approximately 288 patrol deputies who patrol over 2,000 square miles of unincorporated King County and 13 contract cities, approximately 133 deputies in specialty assignments (street crimes, storefronts, District Court, etc.), 172 detectives, and over 84 sergeants.  Eight of these sergeants are Contract City Chiefs.  Deputies and sergeants who receive specialized training may also serve in such units as the Bomb Disposal Squad, the K-9 Unit, or as Master Police Officers.

The parties reached agreement prior to the expiration of the 2004 agreement, without the assistance of a mediator.

The cost-of-living increase for 2005, 2006 and 2007 equals a 3% increase to base wages for each of these three years.

The settlement reached is a product of good-faith collective bargaining between King County and the Union.  The agreement compares favorably with other settlements, is consistent with market data as required by the state’s interest arbitration statute covering uniformed employees, and is within our capacity to finance.  This agreement has been reviewed by the Office of the Prosecuting Attorney, Civil Division.
