NOTICE OF RULEMAKING – BOH 13-02
A Regulation on the recodification of BOH Title 11
Pursuant to its authority under RCW 70.05.060, the King County Board of Health hereby gives notice of proposed rulemaking to recodify each section of BOH Title 11 into a single chapter in Title 11. 

The purpose of the proposed rulemaking is to reorganize BOH Title 11 into a hazardous materials management title by consolidating all the sections of BOH Chapters 11.01, 11.05, 11.10, 11.20, 11.30 and 11.40 on properties contaminated by hazardous chemicals into a single chapter on contaminated properties.  The proposed rule will facilitate the codification, in Title 11, of existing codes or future Board of Health legislation relating to hazardous materials management.
A public hearing on the proposed rule at which the public may state their views orally or in writing will be held during the regular meeting of the King County Board of Health, June 20, 2013 at 1:30 p.m. in the Metropolitan King County Council Chambers, 10th floor, Courthouse, 516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA.
