Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am transmitting the attached supplemental budget request ordinance to authorize additional appropriation authority to initiate property acquisition for the conveyance portion of the Brightwater project.

This request was removed from the 2003 1st Quarter CIP Omnibus ordinance transmitted on February 18, 2003 because the Budget and Fiscal Management Committee had remaining questions they wanted to discuss on this single item and they did not want to hold up the rest of the items in the ordinance.  We were asked to transmit a separate ordinance as soon as possible.

The attached supplemental request has been reduced from $22 million to $10 million since the original request.  The Brightwater project is on an extremely tight schedule; every month we know more details about the engineering and portal locations.  We want to accelerate some of the property acquisitions to ensure there will be sites available, and to reduce our costs for properties that are in danger of developing.

If these properties are not needed for Brightwater in the future, we will surplus the property.  I understand the Council has several questions and both the Brightwater staff and the Office of the Prosecuting Attorney are prepared to meet with you to answer all your questions.

We must do everything we can to keep this important project on schedule.  Although I will not make a final decision until the end of this year, some limited property acquisition now can help contain costs on this project.
