A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Nate Robinson, who resides in council district seven, to the King County cultural development authority (4Culture).

SUMMARY

This proposed Motion would confirm the appointment of Nate Robinson to the King County Cultural Development Authority (4Culture) for a three year term.

BACKGROUND

King County’s arts and heritage programs are administered by 4Culture, the quasi-governmental Cultural Development Authority which was established by the King County Council in 2002 through Ordinance 14482. 4Culture receives a portion of hotel/motel tax revenues to advance arts and heritage programs through competitive grants that provide support for arts and heritage facilities, productions, cultural education and collaborative projects. In addition, 4Culture administers King County’s One Percent for Art program, which incorporates public art into qualified capital projects. Ordinance 14482 also established a 15-member Board of Directors to govern 4Culture. Members are nominated by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.

4Culture Board Candidate Nate Robinson.  Mr. Robinson lives in Federal Way in District 8.  Mr. Robinson has been the Teen Program Specialist with the City of Tukwila’s Parks and Recreation Department since 2007.  In that position, he is responsible for the department’s teen events and activities, such as Teen Late Night Program, Summer Camps, Special Needs Young Adult Socials, Teens for Tukwila Leadership Group and others.  In 2011, Mr. Robinson received the City of Tukwila Excellence in Action Mayor’s Award.  Prior to working with the City of Tukwila, Mr. Robinson worked as the membership and volunteer coordinator for the Auburn Valley YMCA.  

Mr. Robinson has a Master’s Degree in Nonprofit Leadership from Seattle University.  In addition, Mr. Robinson received his Bachelor’s Degree in Sociology from The Evergreen State College.  Mr. Robinson serves on a variety of boards and commissions, including the Washington Recreation and Parks Association (serving as Teen Service Section Chair) and the City of Tukwila Equity and Diversity Commission.
