	Impact of the above legislation on the fiscal affairs of King County is estimated to be: 
This supplemental relates to implementing the International Federation of Professional and Technical Engineers, Local 17 Collective Bargaining Agreement in 2003 by increasing the 2003 appropriation to Superior Court 0010/0510. The revenue source for Superior Court’s increased expenditure is the Salary and Wage Contingency 0010/0654.  This ordinance will also disappropriate $27,115 from the Salary and Wage Contingency appropriation. 

The one-year contract effective 1/1/03 - 12/31/03 assumes a 2.0% COLA (retroactive to 1/1/03), as well as placement on the squared table for salaries (retroactive to 7/24/03).  The standard 2.0% COLA was included in the 2003 Superior Court Current Expense (CX) budget for all positions.  The Local 17 court reporter collective bargaining agreement was anticipated during the 2003 budget development process; thus sufficient 2003 Salary and Wage Contingency funds are available to support the additional expenditures required.  This budget fiscal note is only intended to supplement the 2003 appropriation authority for Superior Court and adjust the Salary and Wage Contingency Fund in order to implement the 2003 contract.  
The 2003 Local 17 collective bargaining agreement will go through the separate review process in the Labor, Operations and Technology (LOT) Committee.  Included with this ordinance is a copy of the expenditure fiscal note that will be submitted to LOT along with the 2003 collective bargaining agreement.  The expenditure fiscal note shows the total fiscal impact of the expenditures associated with the court reporters’ 2003 base salaries and payroll taxes, as well as the increase in expenditures (COLA and wages) due to the new contract. 

The projected impact of the court reporter labor settlement is assumed in the Superior Court CX budget for 2004 and 2005 where expenditures are budgeted.  The three-year collective bargaining agreement, effective 1/1/04-12/31/06, will also go through the review process in LOT.  The accompanying expenditure fiscal note also notes the expenditure impacts for 2004 and 2005.
