NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a proposed ordinance for the vacation of a portion of NE 134th Sreet has been filed with the Clerk of the County Council.


A public hearing will be held before the King County Hearing Examiner, In the Fourth Floor Conference Room Office of the Hearing Examiner, 400 Yesler Way, Seattle, WA  98104 on the 24th of January at 1:30pm or soon thereafter.

The area to be vacated is described as follows:

That portion of the north 5 feet of the 10 foot wide westerly extension of Northeast 134th Street, adjacent and abutting the westerly 92 feet of the south line of Tract 11, of the Plat of Lambert and Hughes Tree-View Tracts recorded in Volume 41 of Plats, Page 28, records of King County, Washington.

Containing an area of 460.00 square feet, more or less.  The adjacent parcels are zoned R-4-P.
