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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:
A MOTION appointing the members of a committee to select a name for the new county office building currently under construction in downtown Seattle.
SUMMARY: 
This motion appoints the seven-member selection committee for naming the new county office building.  The three Executive appointments are (1) Sarah Jepson, (2) Mauricio Martinez and (3) De’Sean Quinn.  The four Council appointments are: (1) Ray Burhen, (2) Walt Crowley, (3) Patrick Dunn and (4) Vivian Phillips.
BACKGROUND:
In September 2006, the Council passed Motion 12336 which outlined the process to determine a name for the new county office building, scheduled to be completed in June 2007 and which will house critical County functions including the Seattle-King County Department of Public Health, the Department of Community and Human Services, Finance and Business Operations and the Office of Information Resource Management.  The naming selection process is to involve extensive outreach to organizations that connect with young King County residents whose age range includes those who attend 7th, 8th and 9th grades.
The naming process approved by the Council includes the appointment of a selection committee consisting of seven members:  four named by the Council and three by the Executive.  This group will recommend the name selection criteria and timing for the process; and then will review the names submitted by the King County youth identified in Motion 12336, forwarding a final list of three names to the Council for consideration.
The proposed motion appoints the seven members:
· Sarah Jepson is a Regional Governance Specialist in the Executive’s Office.

· Mauricio Martinez is a Community Relations Specialist in the Executive’s Office.

· De’Sean Quinn is the Council Relations Director in the Executive’s Office.

· Ray Burhan is a long-time rural resident of King County and a member of the Sno-Valley Senior Center.

· Walt Crowley is the founding President and Executive Director of History Ink (the non-profit historical organization which produces HistoryLink, an online encyclopedia of local and state history); and has worked as a journalist, social services director, policy planner, news commentator, freelance writer and communications consultant.
· Patrick Dunn is president of his own public affairs firm, Patrick Dunn & Associates, Ltd.  He has worked as an attorney and a staffer to former Governor John Spellman.
· Vivian Phillips is the former Director of Communications for Seattle Mayor Paul Schell and is currently the owner of her own public relations and publicist consultant firm, Family Business.
REASONABLENESS:
These appointments follow the process laid out and approved by Council in Motion 12336.  As such, adoption of this motion would constitute a reasonable policy decision.
