SUBJECT: 
A motion confirming the executive's appointment of Steve Day to the King County Landmarks Commission.  
BACKGROUND:

In 1980, King County established the Landmarks Commission to ensure preservation of the regions historic places, material culture and traditions for future generations.
The nine member citizen commission is comprised of volunteers with a broad set of expertise in areas such as architecture, art, land use, historic preservation, archaeology, education and history.  No more than four members may reside within any one municipal jurisdiction.
Commissioners are responsible to designate and regulate landmark properties, represent suburban cities with inter-local agreements with the County on the Landmarks Board, and advise the Executive and Council on King County landmarks issues.  The commission promotes and protects historically significant sites by providing technical assistance to owners of historic building, community organizations and local public agencies.  Additional responsibilities include oversight of cultural facilities, education, special projects and sustained support programs that provide grants to landmarks organizations and individual specialists.  Funding for landmarks programs is available from the Cultural Development Fund, generated by hotel-motel tax revenues.
NOMINEE:
Steve Day is a licensed architect and is currently serving as the chair of the American Institute of Architects’ Historic Resources Committee.  He is also a practicing real-estate attorney, specializing in redevelopment of landmark properties and is a partner at Real Property Law Group.  Mr. Day is a long-time resident of Seattle and currently resides in Madrona in Council District 10.  His appointment to the Landmarks Commission would expire on June 1, 2007.
