            NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday, the 17th day of November 2008 at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2008-0501 relating to home occupations in the rural and resource land areas.

 SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2008-0501 would amend KCC 21A.30.085 to:

· Allow the operator of a home occupation located on sites five acres or larger and zoned RA, A, or F to make retail sales of goods used in agriculture, equestrian, and forestry. 

· Delete language that could be construed to limit the types of activities that are allowed as home occupations.
In addition, the council may consider an amendment to allow for the sale and resale of horticulture plants, primarily for landscaping.
