[bookmark: _GoBack]The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on (DATE) to take testimony on a proposed ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to enter into an intergovernmental land transfer agreement between King County and the Washington State Department of Natural Resources for transfer to the State of the 28.22-acre site known as the Little Si Natural Area located at the southwest corner of the Mount Si Natural Resource Conservation Area.  
King County has concluded discussion with the Washington State Department of Natural Resources regarding the transfer of the 28.22-acre Little Si Natural Area. The transfer agreement provides for King County to transfer ownership of the site within 30 days following execution of the agreement by both parties. Following the transfer, the State will manage the site and maintain it for public use.
