Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

The enclosed Ordinance, if approved, will authorize a one-time exception and amend 

K.C.C. 7.12.640 to allow the Director of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks to issue a special use permit for the sale and consumption of alcoholic beverages at Petrovitsky Park, a non-authorized site, during, and in conjunction with, the Rolling Thunder Down Home Democracy Tour on August 24, 2002, to be held at Petrovitsky Park.

By authorizing the one-time exception, King County can lend its support to the success of this event and receive revenue of 20 percent of total concession gross for the Parks and Recreation Division.  The exception is necessary to authorize the Department to issue a limited and 

restricted special use permit to Tides Center/Chautauqua Project (Chautauqua) for Petrovitsky Park.  Sales and consumption will be confined to a Parks approved designated location and Chautauqua will provide adequate insurance to protect the County.
