This letter transmits an ordinance that appropriates proceeds to implement the Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy Transition Plan. After King County voters approved the Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy (VSHSL) ballot measure in November 2017, King County  Council approved the VSHSL Transition Plan, which governs the 2018 activities and expenditures of VSHSL. 
This legislation will provide the resources needed to realize the VSHSL Transition Plan’s new commitments to our County’s veterans, seniors and vulnerable residents.  Key features of the plan include a robust investment in housing stability investments as well as a new emphasis on stabilizing and transforming our County’s network of senior centers.
In preparing to implement the VSHSL Transition Plan, Department of Community and Human Services staff conducted extensive community partnership activities and analyses to ensure that the systems and operations of the VSHSL will be advancing pro-equity services for residents of King County. This commitment to community partnership, stewardship and accountability supports the Efficient, Accountable Regional and Local Government goal of the King County Strategic Plan and is consistent with the County’s Equity and Social Justice Strategic Plan.
