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SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2018-0196 would authorize the Prosecuting Attorney to accept a donation from the Raikes foundation in the amount of $5,500 to support a juvenile court planning retreat. 

SUMMARY
The King County Code requires Council acceptance by motion of gifts, bequests, and donations of more than $2,500.[footnoteRef:1] Proposed Motion 2018-0175 would meet this Code requirement by authorizing the Prosecuting Attorney to accept a donation $5,500 from the Raikes Foundation. BACKGROUND 
The King County Code establishes procedures by which the County can accept gifts, bequests, and donations. In general, it requires Council acceptance by motion of gifts of more than $2,500. 

The Raikes Foundation is a non-profit foundation that makes charitable donations supporting “youth-serving institutions and systems to make them more effective in supporting and empowering all young people, especially those who have been most marginalized.”[footnoteRef:2] [2:  https://raikesfoundation.org/our-story#our-mission,-vision-and-values] 


ANALYSIS
This items meets the requirements of the King County Code for purposes of a cash donation. The donation will support the costs associated with a juvenile court planning retreat.
