SUBJECT
Proposed Ordinance 2006-0332: AN ORDINANCE relating to the dissolution of the West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District and providing for distribution of its assets to the cities of Bellevue and Redmond through an interlocal agreement.

Proposed Ordinance 2006-0333: AN ORDINANCE authorizing the King County executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with the West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District, the city of Bellevue and the city of Redmond for the transfer of district responsibilities and assets, upon abolishment of the district, to Bellevue and Redmond, and to execute deeds to any storm water related real property interests that may be held in the name of King County within the boundaries of the district.

BACKGROUND
The West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District ("the District") was formed in April of 1963 through adoption of Resolution 25759 by the King County Board of Commissioners. When the District was originally created, most of its area was within unincorporated King County and under the political jurisdiction of King County. Today, all of the District area is located within the cities of Bellevue and Redmond, each of which has its own surface water management program. In 1964, the County Commissioners, acting as the District Board of Supervisors, assessed a fee of three hundred dollars per developed acre within the district for developing properties that did not provide for storm water trunk lines to convey stormwater from the perimeter of a platted property to a natural watercourse. Fees collected were used to support construction and maintenance of stormwater facilities. There is a balance of approximately $325,000 in the West Lake Sammamish District Fund.  
Proposed Ordinances 2006-0332 and 2006-0333 would abolish the West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District, appoint the manager of the King County Stormwater Services Section to wind of the affairs of the District, and authorize an Interlocal Agreement between King County, the District, and the cities of Bellevue and Redmond to transfer facilities, real property, and fund balance to the cities of Bellevue and Redmond. 
The proposed Interlocal Agreement includes Exhibits that list known stormwater facilities and real property interests held by the District, as well as plats which may contain easements for the benefit of King County and/or the District.   
ORDINANCE PROVISIONS
Proposed Ordinance 2006-0332 abolishes the West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District (FCZD) upon the thirtieth day after the effective date of the ordinance, and designates the Section Manager of the Stormwater Services Section of the Water and Land Resources Division as the County Engineer for the purposes of winding of the affairs of the district and transferring its responsibilities and assets to the cities of Bellevue and Redmond.  The Ordinance also authorizes the County Engineer, in the capacity as the District Engineer, to enter into an Interlocal Agreement, to execute deeds of conveyance for real property interests held by the District, and to transfer facilities of the district to the cities of Bellevue and Redmond.   
Proposed Ordinance 2006-0333 authorizes the Executive to enter into and agreement with the West Lake Sammamish FCZD and the cities of Bellevue and Redmond to transfer responsibilities and assets of the District to the cities, and to execute deeds to any stormwater-related property interests held in the name of King County with the boundaries of the District.  Section 1 of Proposed Ordinance 2006-0333 authorizes the Executive to enter into an agreement in substantially the same form as Attachment A to the Ordinance. Attachment A specifies that facilities and real property interests will be transferred to the city in which they are located within thirty days of execution of the Interlocal Agreement.  Upon abolishment of the District, all remaining funds of the District shall be disbursed to the Parties.  The county will be reimbursed for maintenance performed on District facilities, and then fifty percent of the balance will be transferred to the City of Bellevue, and fifty percent will be transferred to the City of Redmond. The fiscal note estimates that King County will be reimbursed $64,120 for maintenance costs, and that $264,176 will be transferred to the cities. Section 2 authorizes the Executive to execute deeds of conveyance to the cities of Bellevue and Redmond for stormwater-related real property assets. Section 3 directs the transfer of stormwater facilities held by King County within the boundaries of the District to the cities of Bellevue and Redmond. 
Issues
Relationship to Proposed Ordinance 2006-0334, Abolishing Flood Control Zone Districts and Creating a New Countywide Flood Control Zone District
The Growth Management and Natural Resources Committee is also reviewing Proposed Ordinance 2006-0334, which would abolish all existing FCZDs in King County, and create a new Countywide FCZD.  The West Lake Sammamish FCZD is a unique circumstance in that the area of the District is now located wholly within cities, and the FCZD facilities are all local stormwater facilities which are typically managed by the local jurisdiction in which they are located.  The identified need to abolish the West Lake Sammamish FCZD pre-dated the proposal to create a Countywide FCZD.  Abolition of the West Lake Sammamish FCZD is warranted regardless of the outcome of the proposal to establish a Countywide FCZD.
