SUBJECT
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Carlos Becker, who resides in Council District six, to the King County Civil Rights Commission, representing council district six. 

SUMMARY 

The Executive has appointed Carlos Becker for a partial term to the King County Civil Rights Commission, representing council district six, expiring June 1, 2016. 
Mr. Becker graduated from University of Washington with a Bachelor of Arts degree in Economics and History.  He currently works for New York Life Insurance Co., as a Registered Representative.
