SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Marla Veliz, who resides in Council District Two, to the King County board for Developmental Disabilities.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Marla Veliz to a partial term on the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities, expiring September 30, 2016. 

Ms. Veliz graduated from University of Washington with a Bachelor of Arts also obtained a Master of Art and a Master of Art in Teaching from University of Chicago, Chicago, IL.
