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Public hearing planned on proposal to sell county land to Sound Transit

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a hearing on Tuesday, April 14, 2020 at 1:00 p.m. to gather public comment on a proposed ordinance that would allow the county to sell portions of two parcels of land to Sound Transit, and to grant easements to Sound Transit, all for the Downtown Redmond Link Extension Light Rail Project.

The property to be sold is located along the northern boundary of Marymoor Park adjacent to State Route 520. The easements are located in the same area of Marymoor Park and in an unimproved portion of the East Lake Sammamish Trail corridor in Redmond.
