NOTICE OF RULEMAKING – BOH 13-03
A Regulation on Secure Medicine Return
Pursuant to its authority under RCW 70.05.060, the King County Board of Health hereby gives notice of proposed rulemaking to establish a secure medicine return system in King County. 
The purpose of the proposed rulemaking is to provide safe collection and disposal of unwanted drugs from residential sources through producer provided and funded product stewardship plans. The proposed rule adds a new chapter on secure medicine return to BOH Title 11 and recodifies the sections on local hazardous waste management coordination from BOH Chapter 2.08 into a new chapter in BOH Title 11. 
A public hearing on the proposed rule at which the public may state their views orally or in writing will be held during the regular meeting of the King County Board of Health, June 20, 2013 at 1:30 p.m. in the Metropolitan King County Council Chambers, 10th floor, Courthouse, 516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA.
