Dear Councilmember Gossett:

The enclosed report and ordinances respond to Proviso 5 in Section 18 of the 2011 Adopted Budget, Ordinance 16984, which directed the Office of Performance, Strategy and Budget (PSB) to provide a plan to consolidate the six Unincorporated Area Councils into one Unincorporated Area Commission.  The commission option, along with several others, is included in this response.
A team of PSB, Executive Office, multiple Executive departments and separately elected agency staff was formed to respond to this proviso.  The team met regularly over a three month period to develop a proposal, which has been shared with Unincorporated Area Council leaders and membership.  This transmittal includes a report on the County’s current engagement strategy, the Citizen Participation Initiative, along with two proposed ordinances.  The first ordinance establishes a new public engagement strategy for unincorporated areas consistent with the King County Strategic Plan.  The second ordinance would provide one-time transition funding to the currently recognized Unincorporated Area Councils.
This transmittal, along with a previously submitted ordinance that would maintain the administrative infrastructure for public engagement in Unincorporated Areas, comprises the response to this proviso.
