This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to continue to lease space located at the Jefferson Building, 1401 East Jefferson Street, in support of the Department of Public Defense (DPD) operations. However, it contains changes  from the ordinance passed by Council in October, 2014 for the Society of Council Representing Accused Persons (SCRAP) Division lease also located at the Jefferson Building (Ordinance 17913).
