SUBJECT  
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Steffanie Fain, who resides in Council district seven, to the Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, as the district seven representative.
SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Steffanie Fain, to a partial term on the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, expiring July 31, 2018.

Ms. Fain received a Juris Doctor degree from the Seattle University School of Law and a Bachelor of Arts degree in Legal Studies from the Macalester College, St. Paul, Minnesota.  Ms. Fain works as an Associate at Gordon & Rees, LLP.  She is a board member of the MultiCare Health System, South King Health Foundation and Trillium Employment Services.
BACKGROUND
The Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees is composed of 13 members: one member from each Council district and four at-large members, who shall be nominated by the King County Council.  Nominees are appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the King County Council by motion.  The Board is the representative authority of the County, overseeing the provision of health care services to assure that high quality health care is made available to County residents.
