The ordinance received a “Do Pass Substitute” recommendation from the GMUAC on August 16, 2005.

SUBJECT:

An ordinance authorizing the executive to execute a food bank operations easement agreement with the White Center Food Bank to install, operate and maintain a food bank facility.

BACKGROUND:

For many years, the White Center Food Bank operated and maintained a food bank in White Center on King County Housing Authority (KCHA) property that was part of the Park Lake Homes site.  The KCHA redevelopment of Park Lake Homes into the new Greenbridge community has made it necessary to relocate the food bank.
In their adoption of Ordinance 15222, the council authorized $500,000 for the relocation of the food bank as part of the $6.75 million Community Development Block Grant fund loan to the KCHA to assist with the Greenbridge redevelopment.  Article 1.4 of the loan agreement stipulated that “Funds shall not be reimbursed for any construction on the proposed White Center food bank site until an appropriate agreement is in place authorizing the required food center use of the site for 15 years.”
The White Center Food Bank in cooperation with the King County Housing Authority has requested a 15-year easement on a portion of Lakewood Park in order to install, operate and maintain the food bank facility.   

Lakewood Park was conveyed to King County by the United States government in 1956 under the direction of the Public Housing Administration, under the authority of the United States Housing Act of 1937.
A portion of Lakewood Park contains the Seattle-King County department of public health’s southwest district community medical clinic. The clinic is at the intersection of Southwest 108th Street and 8th Avenue Southwest. 
The department is responsible for the operation and management of the building, facilities and grounds of the clininc.  The food bank facility will be located on a portion of the property managed by the department.  

ORDINANCE SUMMARY 
The ordinance is being requested under the provisions of K.C.C. 4.56.115, wherein the King County council may authorize by ordinance the executive to grant a long-term easement on county property.  
The proposed easement will be in effect for 15 years after the date of execution, with provisions for termination if:

1) the food bank operators fail to comply with the terms and conditions of the easement, and 
2) the county determines that the food bank facility no longer serves the public interests.

ANALYSIS:
The White Center Food Bank’s use of a portion of the Lakewood Park site should not be construed as a cessation of use as a community medical clinic by the Seattle-King County Department of Public Health. 

The food bank facility and operations will not interfere with the department’s client access to the community medical clinic and the food bank services will complement the department's women, infants and children (WIC) nutrition program.

In conclusion, the granting of this easement would not interfere with the use of the county property for health related purposes or park purposes, and the easement area is surplus to the county's present and foreseeable needs.
