SUBJECT
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Leo Finnegan, who resides in Council District nine, to the King County board for Developmental Disabilities.

SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Leo Finnegan to a partial term on the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities, expiring September 30, 2017. 

Mr. Finnegan graduated from Gonzaga University with a Bachelors of Science in Mechanical Engineering. He also obtained a Masters of Science in Mechanical Engineering from University of Notre Dame.  He is currently retired. He served as member of this board in 1997 to 2004, and he chaired this board from 2006-2008. He also served on various committees. He has coached the Special Olympics basketball and Softball.  Mr. Finnegan has a 46 year old son who is developmentally disabled (DD). His expertise and life experience have has advocate for Developmental Disabilities.
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BACKGROUND
The 15 member Developmental Disabilities Board is mandated by K.C.C. 2.32.020 and members serve three-year terms.  Board members represent public, private or voluntary agencies, local governmental units which participate in a program for individuals with a developmental disability, and private citizens knowledgeable or interested in services to individuals with disabilities and their families.  The Board works on behalf of developmentally disabled persons and their families, helping to plan and coordinate local services and serving as a public information and referral source.
