Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed is an ordinance authorizing the granting of a monument sign easement to the Overdale Homeowners Association for the installation and maintenance of a monument sign.  This sign will be an entry sign that will identify the Overdale Park Neighborhood.

King County Code 4.56.115 authorizes the executive to grant easements provided that the Council approves the granting.

During the development and construction of the North Spar/Issaquah Fall City Road Realignment Project, King County purchased Parcel No. 2224069026 in order to obtain the necessary road right-of-way to complete that portion of the road project.  The Overdale Park Homeowners Association had a monument sign on a portion of the referenced property the County purchased at the intersection of SE 58th Street and Issaquah Fall City Road.  The County’s Road Service Division and Real Estate Service staff has advised approval of a sign easement for the placement of a permanent entry monument on a portion of this property.

In consideration of the granting of a sign easement, the Overdale Park Homeowners Association has agreed to pay one thousand three hundred and fourteen dollars ($1,314.00) for four hundred and fifteen square feet of area.

The easement request has been forwarded to all relevant departments for review.

I recommend that the Council approve the granting of this sign easement to the Overdale Park Homeowners Association.
