 [X]  [  ]  [  ]		NEED:  Does the proposed regulation respond to a specific, identifiable need? If yes then explain.  
			The Washington State Growth Management Act ("GMA") requires King County to review and, if needed, update the King County Comprehensive Plan and development regulations to ensure the plan and regulations at least once every eight years to ensure compliance with GMA goals and requirements.  The next state-mandated update to the Comprehensive Plan is due in 2024.  The state recently extended the deadline for this update from June 2024 to December 2024.  The County is beginning this work in 2022 and anticipates concluding the review and update process by the state-mandated deadline of December 31, 2024.  As part of this process, the County will prepare an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) to evaluate environmental impacts of the plan update under the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA).

The Executive worked closely with Council central staff to develop the 2024 update schedule.  K.C.C. 20.18.060 currently requires the Executive proposed scope of work for the 2024 update to be transmitted by June 30, 2022, and the deadline for potential Council approval is September 15, 2022.  However, due to the EIS process and associated timelines, establishing the scope must occur sooner.  Given this, the Executive is transmitting the motion for the 2024 update on March 31, 2022, and the deadline for potential Council approval would accordingly be June 15, 2022.  This proposed ordinance reflects this change in the code, the new state timeline, and other clarifying changes to SEPA regulations regarding project and non-project environmental review.

			Yes, these amendments apply to the procedures for the 2024 update, which will be led and implemented by King County.

Additional, public review and comment opportunities will occur as part of Council review and possible adoption of the proposed ordinance.

Not adopting the code amendments would impact the County’s ability to complete required environmental review and comply with the state deadline to adopt the 2024 update.  This could result in the County becoming out of compliance with GMA and thus jeopardize the County's eligibility for state grant funding.
