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SUBJECT:  Selection of a Vice-Chair for the Regional Water Quality Committee.

SUMMARY: 

A voter approved change to the King County Charter in 2008 directs that each of the King County Council’s regional committees will have a Chair, appointed by the Chair of the County Council and a Vice-chair appointed by majority vote of those committee members who are not County Councilmembers, in accordance with voting rights that are apportioned as provided in the Charter.
The Charter apportions the voting rights for the Regional Water Quality Committee amongst County Councilmembers, city officials appointed from and in proportion to the relative populations of the City of Seattle and the other cities and towns in the county, and two members from special purpose districts providing sewer service in King County
In 2012 the apportioned voting rights are six votes for County Council representatives, two votes for City of Seattle representatives, two votes for representatives of other cities and towns, and two votes for representatives of special purpose districts.  Pursuant to the Charter – County Councilmembers do not vote on the appointment of the Vice-Chair.
With regard to the function and responsibilities of the Vice-chair, at committee meetings, the vice-chair shall exercise the duties, powers and prerogatives of the committee chair in the chair's absence.   The chair shall consult with the vice-chair in:


      (1)  developing a draft work program for consideration by the full committee;


      (2)  setting a schedule for carrying out the committee's work program; and


      (3)  cancelling or changing the date, time or place of committee meeting.

If the vice-chair disagrees with a chair's proposed decision regarding these matters, the chair shall not take unilateral action and shall refer the matters to the full committee.
The committee is anticipated to entertain a verbal motion for the appointment of a Vice-chair that will be voted upon at the meeting – with the outcome reflected in the meeting minutes.
