Context
Rationale for transaction:	TDA was an existing tenant in the Jefferson Building when they became part of King County.  The TDA employees working at this location are dedicated to   providing juvenile public defense, dependency and truancy (Becca Bill) services. After a market search it was determined that the Jefferson Building was the best location, with close proximity to the Youth Services Complex and a functional floor plan.  This new King County lease will allow TDA to continue occupancy in the Jefferson Building, under a new King County lease agreement. Long-term occupancy of this space is contingent upon Council approval.  This lease includes an amendment containing Council recommended language used in the previous Jefferson building lease for the Department of Public Defense SCRAP division.

Policy considerations:	This lease continues the policy of supporting public defense while maintaining a separation of Department of Public Defense counsel from King County Prosecuting Attorney, Superior Court, District Court and Sheriff’s offices.
