NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 20th day of June, 2011, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of the following proposed ordinance:

SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2011-0276 would require that persons making use of major King County rivers to float in any boat, innertube, canoe, kayak or other watercraft, or swim outside of designated public swimming areas, must wear a Coast Guard-approved Personal Flotation Device.  The ordinance specifies that the requirement applies to major rivers including the Snoqualmie, South Fork Skykomish, Tolt, Raging, Sammamish, Cedar, Green and White rivers.  The ordinance provides that the requirement is subject to enforcement by the King County Sheriff.  Violation constitutes a civil infraction, subjecting the violator to a civil penalty; however, the penalty for the first violation is zero dollars. 
The ordinance is proposed to take effect ten days after the ordinance is signed by the Executive.
