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King County and the Port of Seattle have an established working relationship to ensure that recyclables collection services are available at Port properties within the County’s solid waste service area.  The most significant Port property in the service area is the airport.

The Port is an active participant in the Green Works Program.  Through their diligence and innovation, they have received several awards for their recycling and conservation efforts, including:

· Washington State Recycling Association, and Southwest King County Chamber of Commerce

· Natural Resources Defense Council Case Study of Airports, Summer 2006

· Federal Environmental Protection Agency Case Study on Seattle-Tacoma International Airport Recycling Program, Fall 2006

The range of materials collected for recycling by the Port is diverse.  They include:
Waste Materials

· 1,200 tons of recycled of materials per year including,
· 120 tons of coffee grounds per year

· 120 tons of glass recycled per year

· 12,000 gallons per year of grease from restaurant fryers recycled and made into biodiesel

· 96 tons of scrap metal recycled per year

Hazardous materials recycled:
· 10,800 tons of contaminated soil into concrete aggregate

· 5 tons of shot blast from runway rubber and paint removal into concrete aggregate

· 12 tons of electronics equipment (computers, etc.)

· 3,355 gallons of used motor oil and gasoline into alternative fuels

· 1,365 gallons of spent antifreeze

· 18,400 light bulbs containing mercury and heavy metals

· 1.5 tons of parts cleaning solvent into alternative fuels

· Unknown quantity of alkaline batteries (currently not weighed prior to shipping)
