SUBJECT

A Proposed Motion to confirm the appointment of the following individual to the King County Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy (VSHSL) Advisory Board:

· Brian Berry, who resides in Council District 1, to serve as the Council District One representative on the Veterans Committee of the Board, for a partial term to expire on May 31, 2024.

BACKGROUND

History. King County voters approved the current six-year Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy (VSHSL) in November 2017. Ordinance 18555, which placed the levy proposition on the ballot, required the Executive to develop and transmit a plan for Council to review, create, and prescribe the composition and duties of a board or boards to provide oversight of the expenditure of levy proceeds.

In April 2018, the Council adopted the VSHSL Governance Plan (Ordinance 18722), which outlined the composition and duties, as well as the terms, of the board that would oversee expenditure of VSHSL proceeds per Ordinance 18555. The Governance Plan envisioned a Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy (VSHSL) Advisory Board consisting of three committees of ten members each (30 total Board members) including a Seniors Committee, a Vulnerable Populations Committee, and a Veterans Committee (whose membership would dually serve as the membership of the state-required veterans’ advisory board). Ordinance 18785, establishing the King County Veterans Advisory Board and adding a new section to K.C.C. chapter 2A.300, and Ordinance 18792, establishing the VSHSL Advisory Board and adding a new section to K.C.C. chapter 2A.300, were subsequently adopted in September 2018 to effectuate the VSHSL Governance Plan.

VSHSL Advisory Board. Requirements relating to the composition, duties, and terms of the VSHSL Advisory Board, which are identified in K.C.C. 2A.300.540, are summarized in Table 1.

Board Member Terms. Board members may serve no more than one additional full three-year term after completing their first term, whether the first term is a partial or full term. In the event a board position becomes vacant, the entity that nominated the person to that position shall nominate a replacement to serve out the balance of the term of the vacated member. 

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

As indicated in his application materials, Mr. Berry is a veteran of the U.S. Air Force and has long been involved in the veteran community. Mr. Berry was nominated to serve on the VSHSL Advisory Board by King County Councilmember Rod Dembowski.

ANALYSIS

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment which appears to be consistent with King County Code requirements.
