Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for your review and consideration is an ordinance authorizing updated funding allocation procedures for King County Conservation Futures tax levy collections.

The current King County Code pertaining to Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) levy collection requires the King County Conservation Futures Citizens Committee to forward an annual recommendation on allocation of CFT funds to the Executive and Council, based on funds collected in the previous year.  I am proposing that this requirement be changed to include CFT funds collected in the next calendar year, which is in keeping with how the County typically allocates funds for other capital projects.  

This ordinance also clarifies matching fund requirements for multiple-jurisdictions partnership projects.  The King County Council’s Natural Resources, Parks and Open Space Committee sponsored Motion 11439 in 2002, requesting the Citizens Committee to review and make recommendations on matching fund requirements to allow for matching contributions from project partners.  The Citizens Committee has forwarded a recommendation and the enclosed proposed ordinance incorporates its suggestions.
