SUBJECT

A motion confirming the Executive’s appointment of Diana Thompson, who resides in council district six, to the King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Diana Thompson to the King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services for the remainder of a two-year term expiring December 31, 2019.  Proposed Motion 2018-0235 would confirm this appointment.

BACKGROUND 

The King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services supports the mission of Aging and Disability Services (ADS) and the Area Agency on Aging (AAA) by identifying the needs of older people and adults with disabilities, giving advice on services to meet identified needs and advocating for programs that promote quality of life. King County, the City of Seattle and United Way of King County each appoint nine members to the Advisory Council (for a total of 27 members). Members serve two-year terms.  

Ms. Thompson’s application materials note that over the last two to three years, she has been a volunteer with American Association of Retired Persons (AARP) and the Bellevue Network on Aging (BNOA), advocating for senior interests at the State, Federal and Local level. She states that through her involvement with the BNOA, she has participated in many outreach activities where she distributed information about senior resources at Farmer’s Markets, promoted A Regional Coalition for Housing (ARCH) Senior Housing Website, and helped publicize the Vial of Life Project. Additionally, Ms. Thopmsopn has had several articles which focused on issues affecting seniors published in the Bellevue Reporter.
