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SUBJECT:  
Proposed Ordinance 2014-0410 would make corrections and update King County Code (K.C.C.) Title 4A chapter 200 relating to county funds.
SUMMARY:

The Executive is proposing to amend K.C.C. 4A.200 that deals with county funds.  The proposal would: 

1. update the "receipts" section for the Emergency Medical Services (EMS) section to include accounting for grant proceeds, and
2. create a new Environmental Health Fund.
BACKGROUND:
In 2011, the Budget and Fiscal Management (BFM) Committee directed staff to examine and rewrite Title 4, the "Revenue and Financial Regulation" section of K.C.C.  This work has been ongoing since 2011.  
As part of the Title 4 Rewrite in 2013, the Council approved Ordinance 17527 that made code revisions for county funds by moving fund references to the new Title 4A.  
ANALYSIS:

The 2015-2016 proposed budget for EMS assumes that grant funding that was previously accounted for in the Public Health Fund will move to the EMS Fund to accurately show all revenues and expenditures associated with the provision of services.  Proposed Ordinance 2014-0410 would update the code to reflect the accounting for these grant funds.
In addition, the Executive is proposing the establishment of a new Environmental Health Fund.  This fund would account for environmental health license and permit fees, as well as any other dedicated federal, state or local sources of revenue to promote environmental health.  The creation of the fund will increase transparency and accountability and should avoid any co-mingling of these funds with funding for other Public Health functions.
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
