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AMENDMENT TO PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2015-0421, VERSION 1
On page 1, after line 6, insert:
"STATEMENT OF FACTS:
1.  The roads fund continues to be constrained such that infrastructure is not being maintained and replaced and roads in the rural areas remain vulnerable to damage from storm debris, floods and other weather events.
2.  The 2014 strategic plan for the roads services division estimated that it would cost $350 million annually to fully address the current roads system needs.
3.  The county is concerned about the impacts of snow and ice storms and other severe weather events on county residents and public safety personnel who rely on county roads.
4.  In 2014, the county council included an emergent needs reserve fund in the adopted general fund financial plan with the goal of mitigating such impacts on county roads.
5.  The county must maintain the emergent needs reserve fund in the future so the county can ensure that it is able to respond effectively and clear county roads when severe weather events occur."
EFFECT: This amendment adds a Statement of Facts provision that states the County's intention to maintain an emergent needs reserve fund in the County's General Fund Financial Plan that allows the Roads Services Division to respond effectively when severe weather events occur, such as snow and ice storms.  The Statement of Facts also explains the fiscal constraints facing the Roads Services Division.
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
