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SUBJECT

A motion confirming the executive's appointment of Mike Pearia to the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee.

BACKGROUND  

The King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) was established in 1984 (K.C.C. 10.28) to advise and make recommendations to the county executive and council relating to:

· all aspects of solid waste management planning;

· the development of programs and policies concerning solid waste management; and

· solid waste management rules, policies or ordinances prior to their adoption.

The Solid Waste Advisory Committee is composed of at least nine and not more than twenty members. Membership is comprised of a county-wide group of citizens who represent public interest groups, businesses, the waste management industry and local elected public officials.

Proposed Motion 2008-0019, Mike Pearia:  Mr. Pearia lives in Bothell (District 6), and is a Market Area Sales Manager for Waste Management, where he has worked for over twenty years.  For the past six years, he has managed the Eastmont Transfer station in Seattle.  Since his nomination and pending confirmation, he has been participating as a “waste management industry representative.”  Mr. Pearia’s appointment is for a three-year term, set to expire on September 30, 2010.
