The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2003-0401, adopting the capital facilities plans of the Tahoma, Federal Way, Riverview, Issaquah, Snoqualmie Valley, Lake Washington, Kent, Northshore, Fife and Auburn School Districts.  


King County encourages public comment on Proposed Ordinance 2003-0401.  You may wish to present oral testimony at the ------- --- public hearing.  Testimony is limited to three minutes per speaker and you may provide written copies for the Councilmembers’ review.  Please provide 20 copies of any written material you wish to submit.  The chamber is equipped with an audio/visual system capable of displaying 35mm slides, VHS tapes, overheads, and computer displays.  Audio/visual presentations are included in the 3-minute timeframe.  Testimony sign-up will take place in the lobby outside the Council Chambers before the beginning of the meeting on ------- ------. SUMMARY

The Washington State Growth Management Act (GMA) authorizes local jurisdictions to collect impact fees as a method of financing public facilities (i.e., roads, parks and open space, schools) that become necessary as a result of new growth and development.

King County administers the School Impact Fee Program by collecting fees from residential developers on behalf of each school district that chooses to participate (the program is voluntary). The fees are developed by the individual school districts in accordance with provisions in state law and the King County Code, and are set forth in the districts’ capital facilities plans.  The plans (and fees) are reviewed and adopted by the King County Council.

Proposed Ordinance 2003-0401 amends Title 20 to update the school capital facilities plans and implement the collection of impact fees by the county on behalf of the following ten school districts:

· Auburn

· Federal Way

· Fife

· Issaquah

· Kent

· Lake Washington

· Northshore

· Riverview

· Snoqualmie Valley 

· Tahoma

Each plan has been reviewed by the School Technical Review Committee (STRC) for compliance with the provisions of KCC 21A.43.  If approved by the Council, the updated impact fees will be collected for all new permit applications beginning January 1, 2004.
