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SUBJECT:  Confirming the appointment of David Elliott to serve on the King County Transit Advisory Committee.   

SUMMARY: This item includes a proposed motion to confirm the appointment of David Elliott as a member to the King County Transit Advisory Committee (TAC).

Proposed Motion 2005-0006 confirms the appointment of Mr. Elliott, who resides in Council District Six, to the TAC for a partial term set to expire August 31, 2006.  Mr. Elliott is currently a Commercial Realtor for the Northwest Corporate Real Estate Company.  In addition to being a bus rider, Mr. Elliott currently serves on the Bellevue Transportation Commission and is the Commission’s Liaison to the Bellevue Downtown Association/Chamber of Commerce and to the Eastside Transportation Association.  He also serves as a member of the SR-520 Roundtable, which is studying the expansion of SR-520.  Mr. Elliott was a member of the Citizen Advisory Committee Member for the Eastgate/I-90 Corridor Study and has participated in a review of the Downtown Bellevue Transit Plan. BACKGROUND: The TAC’s mission is to:

· Advise the executive, council, Transit Division, local jurisdictions and sub-regional transportation forums (such as ETP, SCATBd and SeaShore) on transit issues,

· Function as the Six-Year Plan citizen sounding board, and

· Participate in an annual transit public workshop.

The TAC coordinates with other advisory groups, such as service change sounding boards, the Accessible Services Advisory Committee and the SmartGrowth Advisory Committee
