SUBJECT:  Ordinance establishing the date of a special election on an annexation of approximately 1,285 acres located in the city of Normandy Park into the Southwest Suburban Sewer District for the purpose or providing sewer service.

Committee Action:  The Labor, Operations and Technology Committee considered this proposed ordinance at its meeting on July 27, 2004.  The Committee adopted a striking amendment which had the effect of: 

· correcting legal citations that were out of date; 

· removing reference to the sewer service area from the proposed election proposition; 

· attaching the legal description of the proposed annexation area to the proposed ordinance; and 

· making other technical changes.  

The Committee then reported out the proposed substitute with a “DO PASS Substitute” recommendation with four ayes, no nos and one excused.
NOTE:  The Records, Elections and Licensing Services Division must receive an effective ordinance by September 17, 2004.  This means that the latest date for council action is August 23, 2004.
BACKGROUND:  RCW 57.24 allows a sewer district to annex area into the district’s sewer service area to provide sewer service.  Annexation can be accomplished through two means – by petition of 60% of the landowners (by acreage) in the proposed annexation area or by election after petition of voters constituting not less than ten percent of the registered voters in the proposed annexation area who voted in the last municipal general election.  
In this instance, residents of 1,285 acres located within the city of Normandy Park are requesting annexation of this property into the Southwest Suburban Sewer District for the purpose of providing sewer service.  A petition was signed by at least ten percent of the registered voters required by RCW 57.24.  
On October 13, 2003, the King County records, elections and licensing services division found the petition sufficient.  The Southwest Suburban Sewer District concurred with the proposed annexation in Resolution No. 2004-11, passed by the district on March 2, 2004.   Copies of the certified petition and the resolution were filed with the county council as required.

The boundary review board for the county completed its evaluation of the proposed annexation under chapter 36.93 RCW and deemed the annexation approved on April 23, 2004.  On April 25th, the King County council approved the proposed annexation, but noted that approval did not constitute county approval of “any other permits, certifications or actions necessary” to complete the annexation.  
One of these necessary actions is approval of the annexation at a special election by qualified voters as specified in RCW 57.24.040. The King County Council, which is required to set the date of the election by ordinance, has to pass such ordinance at least 45 days before the election.   
SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 2004-0337 would establish November 2, 2004 as the date of a special election for the annexation of approximately 1,285 acres in the city of Normandy Park into the Southwest Suburban sewer district for the purpose of providing sewer service.
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
