Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed is an ordinance authorizing the granting of a sewer system franchise to the Lakehaven Utility District for the construction, operation, and maintenance of a sewer system in Council Districts 7 and 13.  The term of the franchise is 25 years.  King County Code 13.24 requires approval of a sewer comprehensive plan for the sewer service area as a prerequisite to the granting of a right of way construction permit.
The Chair of the Utilities Technical Review Committee recommends approval of the franchise as it is consistent with the provisions of King County Code 13.24.010.  The Lakehaven Utility District Sewer Comprehensive Plan was approved by the County Council on March 18, 2002, by Ordinance 14303.  
The Utilities Technical Review Committee reviewed and approved the District franchise area map and boundaries on August 8, 2001, and determined that the new sewer franchise area is within the adopted sewer service area and conforms to the District’s approved sewer comprehensive plan.
The sewer service area of the District includes the cities of Federal Way, Des Moines, Kent, Auburn, Milton, Pacific, Tacoma and parts of urban unincorporated King County.  It is comprised predominantly of single-family residences, with some multifamily and industries.  The franchise area will address the sewer service needs for the existing and future population of the District’s twenty-seven square mile service area.

There is no fiscal note required as there is no fiscal impact to King County finance.
I recommend that the council approve this franchise for a period of 25 years.
