Subject:  A MOTION confirming the executive’s appointment of James Hamilton, who resides in council district twelve, to the King County emergency management advisory committee as the Red Cross representative.  Attachment 1.

Background:  The King County Emergency Advisory Committee (EMAC) was formed by ordinance in 1999.  KCC 2.36.055 is included as Attachment 2.  The EMAC is composed of 18 representatives of emergency management interests, each interest having one member on the EMAC, except for the Suburban Cities Association, which may have three members.  Pursuant to county code, the scope and charge of the EMAC is to:

· Advise King County on emergency management issues and facilitate coordination of regional emergency planning in King County;

· Assist King County in the development of programs and policies concerning emergency management; and

· Review and comment on proposed emergency management rules, policies or ordinances before the adoption of the rules, policies or ordinances.

King County Code provides that EMAC shall have membership between 18 and 21 members. With confirmation of Mr. Hamilton’s appointment, EMAC will have 13 members.

Summary:  Proposed Motion 2001-0497 confirms the Executive’s appointment of James Hamilton, who resides in Council District Twelve to the King County Emergency management Advisory Committee, as the Red Cross representative.  Confirmation of Mr. Hamilton’s appointment would be for a three-year term due to expire December 31, 2004.  Mr. Hamilton has been employed as the CEO of the American Red Cross of Seattle/King County for the past year.  He has approximately eight years experience as an administrator with the Federal Way Fire Department, as well as experience on the King County EMS Committee.
