SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2008-0177 would confirm the executive’s appointment of Ray Heller to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee
BACKGROUND

Conservation Futures Tax ("CFT") funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  

King County code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee ("COC").  The COC is an advisory body and programs CFT funds not allocated by the Council in the annual budget through a competitive application process.  The COC is comprised of 16 members, one from each council district and 3 at-large members.

CONSERVATION FUTURES CITIZEN OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE CANDIDATE:
Proposed Motion 2008-0177, Ray Heller:  Mr. Heller lives in Seattle (District 8), and has an extensive history of service to King County as a citizen volunteer for the Agriculture Preservation Program, Countywide Wetlands Inventory, Basin Planning Program, WRIA 8&9, Vashon/Maury Island Basin Steward, etc.  Since his nomination and pending confirmation, Mr. Heller has been participating on the COC.  Mr. Heller’s appointment is for a partial term, set to expire on December 31, 2009.
