· Current code requires 2 exit doors when occupant loads exceeds 6.  This change will provide economic relief for small home daycare by increasing the threshold from 6 to 10 occupants.  In addition the exit door must be equipped with panic hardware.

Main change in language is from “Area” to “Building or portion of building classified as Group E” this is better building code language.  

· Modified E Occupancy will have monitored sprinkler systems. This is same as 1994 code.

· Be provided with at least two exits with loads of 7or more.

· Require accessible exits and prohibits the exception for using areas of evacuation assistance in lieu of accessible exits.

· Install a fire alarm system throughout. This is same as 1994 code.

Provides the building official an opportunity to provide economic relief for basement remodel projects by not requiring emergency exit windows or doors if the space does not lend itself to be a habitable space.

This change regardless of occupant load would allow us to provide some level of protection for any number of human occupants residing on those upper floor levels.
