SUBJECT:
Proposed Motions 2002-0234, 2003-0160 and 2003-0161 would confirm the Executive’s appointments of Susan Sherman, Lauren McCroskey and Richard Chouinard to the King County Landmarks Commission.
BACKGROUND:

In 1980, King County established the Landmarks Commission to ensure preservation of the regions historic places, material culture and traditions for future generations.
The nine member citizen commission is comprised of volunteers with a broad set of expertise in areas such as architecture, art, land use, historic preservation, archaeology, education and history.  No more than four members may reside within any one municipal jurisdiction.
Commissioners are responsible to designate and regulate landmark properties, represent suburban cities with interlocal agreements with the County on the Landmarks Board, and advise the Executive and Council on King County landmarks issues.  The Commission promotes and protects historically significant sites by providing technical assistance to owners of historic building, community organizations and local public agencies.  Additional responsibilities include oversight of Cultural Facilities, Cultural Education, Special Projects and Sustained Support programs that provide grants to landmarks organizations and individual specialists.  Funding for landmarks programs is available from the Cultural Development Fund, generated by hotel-motel tax revenues.




CANDIDATES FOR APPOINTMENT TO THE KING COUNTY LANDMARKS COMMISSION:
2002-0234:  Susan Sherman
Ms. Sherman is an Assistant to the Hearing Examiner for the City of Redmond.  She handles land use appeals and hearings and acts as a liaison between parties in land use matter.  She is also the Managing Partner of Rookwood Properties, LLC, a firm specializing in historic property restoration.  Ms. Sherman resides in Snoqualmie, in Council District 3, and has worked to preserve and restore two historically significant buildings in her community.  The proposed legislation 2002-0234 temporarily appointing Ms. Sherman’s was not heard by the committee and expired on June 1, 2003.  Although Ms. Sherman is currently working with the commission, because the proposed legislation has a terminal date of June 1, 2003 a new motion for appointment needs to be initiated by the executive.  Executive staff have been notified and will transmit the reappointment along with a Landmarks Commission reappointment package shortly.  Therefore, proposed motion 2002-0234 is not up for action or consideration today.
2003-0160:  Lauren McCroskey
Ms. McCroskey is a Historian for the Center of Expertise for the Preservation of Historic Buildings and Structures with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  She has a Master’s of Science in Historic Preservation and fourteen years of experience in her field on the state and federal level.  Ms. McCroskey served as a Board Member on the Washington Trust for Historic Preservation for five years.  Ms. McCroskey resides in Auburn, in Council District 13.  Proposed motion 2003-0160 would appoint Ms. McCroskey to a partial term to expire on June 1, 2005.
2003-0161:  Richard Chouinard
Mr. Chouinard is a generalist with a lifelong personal interest in history and preservation.  He currently works as a Business Development Consultant for the Polaris Group, an information technology (IT) consulting firm in Seattle and has fifteen years of experience in the IT industry.  He recently completed a course on the History of the Pacific Northwest at Bellevue Community College.  Mr. Chouinard resides in Woodinville, in Council District Three.  Proposed motion 2003-0161 would appoint Mr. Chouinard to a partial term to expire on June 1, 2005.
