Comments
The proposed neighborhood and business district to be affected by this ordinance has over time been established with “No Parking zones” as allowed by the Washington Administrative Code (WAC).  Restrictions in the WAC prevent complete elimination of on-street shoulder parking on both sides due to the width of existing roadway. 

Neighborhood and Business complaints include:

· Merit Financial on-street parking is making it exceedingly dangerous for delivery and larger trucks to negotiate the hairpin curves.
· Driveways are blocked by cars parked perpendicular to the street on private property make egress and ingress extremely dangerous.
· Cars parked on roadway have impaired access for garbage service resulting in non-collection of garbage.
· Hazardous conditions resulting from reduced visibility along hairpin curve.
· Damage to edge of pavement, road shoulder and ditch line which is heightened during the rainy season.
· Parked vehicles are forcing pedestrians to walk in the travel lanes.
