SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2024-0139 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Anna Peterson, who resides in Council District One, to the King County Board of Appeals and Equalization for the remainder of a four-year term to expire on June 30, 2027. 
BACKGROUND 

The Board of Appeals and Equalization (the Board) is an independent, quasi-judicial body organized to adjudicate appeals of various determinations made by certain King County agencies. It is comprised of seven citizen members appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council. Members are appointed for a term of four years. 

The Board hears and decides appeals of assessed value of real and personal property and appeals of other actions of the County Assessor or as adopted by ordinance.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Anna Peterson is the co-owner of Independent Appraisals LLC, which provides residential real estate appraisals throughout western Washington. Ms. Peterson has also served as a Hearing Examiner for the Board since February 2023. In that capacity, she has taken part in board member training with the Department of Revenue, participated in hearings on equalizing property assessments, and built relationships with current board members. Ms. Peterson has also held numerous positions on various boards and committees, including the Board Vice President of the Thornton Creek Elementary School Parent Teacher Association.  
ANALYSIS
Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment. It appears to be consistent with the requirements for the King County Board of Appeals and Equalization, including the recent updates to the County Code.[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  Ordinance 19766 was passed by the Council on May 28, 2024.
